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    POLLY TOLL GOODMAN AWARD
    PROCEDURES AND QUALIFICATIONS

BACKGROUND

The Polly Toll Goodman Award was established by The Kiwi Club at the 2006 National Convention in San Diego. It was established to honor Life Member Polly Toll Goodman for her many contributions to The Kiwi Club.

PURPOSE

The award was conceived to give an outstanding exceptional Kiwi recognition for services to The Kiwi Club. The award will not necessarily be given at each convention, but will be presented only when earned. Candidates must be current members of The Kiwi Club. Although the award will be presented at The Kiwi Club’s National Convention, it will not be mandatory that the recipient be present. 

CRITERIA

The nominated candidate for this award should fulfill and emulate the following qualities and attributes:

Mentor

· Organizer

· Leader

· Advisor

· Kiwi Spirit

· Contributions and services to The Kiwi Club both at the national and chapter level.

NOMINATION PROCESS

Any current member of The Kiwi Club may nominate an individual for this award.

A form, designed for this purpose, must be completed. The form may be retrieved from the official web site of The Kiwi Club or by requesting it from the National President.

Examples of each criteria listed above should be included on the form.

All nominations must be submitted at least 90 days prior to fourth board meeting (falls during the convention year). 

ELECTION PROCESS

· The National Board will review the submissions of all nominated candidates.

· The National President will distribute copies of the submissions either by mail or email to all active members of the board (vice president, secretary, treasurer, and past president/parliamentarian) for review and consideration.

· After a complete review of all submissions, the board will vote by secret, written ballot. The winning candidate’s selection must be unanimous. 

RESPONSIBILITY OF THE NATIONAL BOARD

· National President will provide the description of the Polly Toll Goodman Award (and the necessary form) to the web site hostess for posting on the home page and Forms link of the official web site, along with instructions and deadlines. 

· The description, procedure, and deadlines will also be posted in the Kiwi Kaleidoscope.

· National President will provide all chapter presidents with an application form, description of award, and deadline for submission.

· National President will order a personalized award certificate and select an appropriate gift for the recipient of the award, gift not to exceed $100.

· The award recipient’s name will be posted on the web site and announced in the Kiwi Kaleidoscope, along with other awards, following convention.
