MODEL INFORMATION 

*****PLEASE READ CAREFULLY****
1. For the preservation of the uniforms, models are to model one uniform each, so that the fragile pieces are not damaged in a rush to change clothing. Models should be careful with all items. 

2. When trying on or changing into uniform, keep all items in your area. Return uniform to the special hangar provided - do not substitute hangars. Keep your uniform items neatly separated from the others, if trying on in a group.

3. Uniforms must fit loosely/comfortably so as not to stretch seams or give a tight appearance.

4. Carefully repack (insuring all items are accounted for), and return to Show Coordinator, exactly how you found them.

5. Models may not smoke, eat, drink, use perfume or spray their hair while wearing the uniforms.

6. Models should be careful to avoid any makeup or perspiration stains on this clothing.

7. Uniforms must be kept with the Show Coordinator in a locked case in a smoke-free area. Models may not take uniforms home with them for any reason.

8. Shoes should be polished and in good condition.

9. All models should closely adhere to the uniform, personal grooming and hairstyle regulations pertaining to each uniform. Jewelry should reflect regulation of the uniform, or should not be worn. Refer to accompanying photos for reference.

10. Do not pin, alter or change uniform in any way.

11. If necessary to use, Irons should never be placed directly on fabric, and …should be at the lowest possible setting.

Please do not place your show coordinators in an awkward position by requesting changes to these requirements. These uniforms are a valuable part of our history and with care can be used for many more years to come.
