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Traveling Uniform Collection 
Many uniforms in the Collection has been refurbished, repaired and replaced.  Several are very fragile and must be handled with the utmost care.

We need your help in ensuring the Collection will bring smiles and memories of a treasured time for many years to come.  You can do your part by taking extreme care when borrowing any part of the Collection.  Guidelines have been established and approved by the National Board and must be followed whenever the Collection is shown.

Please be sure that all items are accounted for and put back in the original order.  Specially purchased hangars, breathable garment bags, identifying information and pictures have been provided and paid for by donations and fees charged for use of the Collection.  The funds are limited, and when any of the items must be cleaned, repaired or replaced, the funds become low.

Each time the Collection is requested, the borrower must read and sign an agreement form detailing what is expected.  In addition, the person coordinating the event must provide each model with instructions on each uniform they are to wear.

We have made a commitment to The Kiwi Club and American Airlines to ensure the Collection proudly represents the airline, our organization and the stewardesses/flight attendants who so proudly wore these uniforms.  We have also promised to be “historically correct” whenever the Collection is displayed.  You can help by adhering to the uniform regulations of the time, by wearing the appropriate designated or similar style shoes, and by making sure the uniform you select to model is both flattering and a comfortable fit.

The use of the Traveling Uniform Collection may not be used in any other way than as described above.  The Kiwi Club reserves the right of refusal to any organization or persons that it feels may jeopardize the integrity of the Collection, The Kiwi Club or American Airlines - or for any other reason.

Models chosen must meet the following criteria, in this order:

· Kiwis

· Current flight attendants

· Flight service personnel

· Other AA personnel

If the show coordinator has followed the order listed above and still needs models, it will be left to the discretion and good judgment of the coordinator to secure the remaining models from other sources - provided every effort has been made using the above order.

Only on-line AA Flight Attendants may model/wear the current American Airlines uniform.
